General Information
Arrival and Check-In
Upon arrival at Tan-Tar-A, please check in at the hotel’s registration desk.  They will give you your room assignment and keys.  Check-in time is 4:00 p.m.  If you’d like to arrive earlier, you may take your chances on your room being ready early.  If it’s not, you can explore the property and play until it’s ready.  Please don’t change your room assignment as it will affect our OFA housing scenario.  We have passed along special rooming requests to Tan-Tar-A.  They will do what they can to honor those requests but there are no guarantees.  Please come to the OFA Welcome Table just off of the main lobby of the hotel after checking in.  If you arrive between 3:00 - 6:00 p.m. we’ll get you hooked up with our college intern work crew to help you unload your car and help get you settled in your room.  If you have made arrangements to arrive at Tan-Tar-A on Sunday we would still ask that you check in with us at our OFA Welcome Table on Monday so we can give you all your info for the week.  Again, our OFA Welcome Table will be open from 3:00 p.m. - 6:00 p.m. on Monday afternoon.

Accommodations and Activities
Our guest rooms are in the main building of Tan-Tar-A and will comfortably sleep six.  Each room is furnished with a small refrigerator so feel free to bring snacks or drinks for your family.  Activities INCLUDED in the price of your Ozark Family Adventure are wave runners, boat rides, tubing, water skiing, swimming, evening children’s program, family club and college work crew led games.  Sign-up sheets for the water activities will be made available Monday evening at adult club.  Each family signs up for the activities as a whole family and participates in the activities together as a family.  We will give you more information on all of this when you arrive at OFA.  Available from the resort at an EXTRA charge but at a reduced rate through OFA are parasailing and horseback riding.  Again, check the OFA Welcome Table for more information on these options.  Available at an EXTRA charge through Tan-Tar-A are golf, racquet ball and tennis.  A camp store will be available with OFA t-shirts for your purchase.  We are able to accept only cash or checks for these items.

Meals
Our goal here is simplicity in keeping with “life at the lake.”  We provide dinner on Monday, Tuesday and Wednesday and breakfast and a light lunch on Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday.
